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The Blessed month of 
Muharram 

 

Allah’s sacred month of Muharram 
is a blessed and important month. It 
is the first month of the Islamic cal-
endar and is one of the four sacred 
months concerning which Allah 
says:  

 
“Verily, the number of months 

with Allah is 
twelve months 
(in a year), so 

it was or-
dained by Al-

lah on the day when He created 
the heavens and the earth; of 

them, four are sacred. That is the 
right religion, so wrong not your-

selves therein” [9:36]  
 
Abu Bakr (R) reported that the 
Prophet (S) said: “The year is 
twelve months of which four are 
sacred, the three consecutive 
months of Dhul-Qa’dah, Dhul-
Hijjah and Muharram, and then Ra-
jab.” (Bukhari).  
Allah's words “so wrong not your-
selves therein” mean do not trans-
gress in these sacred months, be-
cause sinning in these months is 
worse than in other months. 
Wrongdoing at any time is a seri-

ous matter, but Allah gives more 
weight to whichever of His com-
mands He Wills. So venerate that 
which Allah has told us to venerate.  
When the Day of Judgment comes, 
we will without doubt all desire to 
steer clear from our sins and wish 
that we had done more good deeds. 
One such deed should be the fast-
ing of the 10th of Muharram called 
the Day of Ashoora. The Prophet 
(S) said regarding this voluntary 
fast: “It expiates the sins of the pre-
ceding year.” (Muslim)  
Ibn Abbas (R) reported: “The 
Prophet (S) came to Madina and 
saw the Jews fasting on the day of 
Ashoora. He asked them about that. 
They replied, “This is a good day, 
the day on which Allah rescued the 
Children of Israel from their en-
emy. So Moosa observed fast on 
this day.” The Prophet (S) said, 
“We have more claim over Moosa 
than you.” So the Prophet (S) ob-
served fast on that day and ordered 
(the Muslims) to observe fast (on 
that day)." (Bukhari and Muslim)  
Ibn Abbas (R) also reported: "The 
Messenger of Allah fasted on the 
day of Ashoora and ordered the 
people to fast on it. The people 
said, "O Messenger of Allah, it is a 
day that the Jews and Christians 
honour." The Prophet (S) said, 
"When the following year comes - 

Allah willing - we shall fast on the 
9th." The death of the Prophet (S) 
came before the fo llowing 
year." (Muslim) Thus, it is recom-
mended to fast on the 9th and 10th of 
Muharram.  

Ibn ul Qayyim 
(may Allah have 
mercy on him) ex-
plains the wisdom 
behind this fast of 
the day of Ashoora 

as the day when Moosa and his 
men were freed from the hands of 
the Pharaoh. It was in the sacred 
memory of this great event that the 
Muslims observed voluntary fast-
ing. The idea underlying this is to 
stress the unity amongst the Mes-
sengers of Allah and to show that 
religious devotion is a constant 
flow from one generation to an-
other. The Prophet (S) came not to 
abrogate all the earlier religious 
practices but to codify and preserve 
them for all times to come in ideal 
forms.  
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Great news! On Eid Day just gone, Sister Vicky took her shahadah prior to the Eid 
salah so that she could join her fellow Muslims in worship. She was very  

emotional and commented afterwards that she felt: ‘a great weight had been lifted 
from her shoulders'.  

Witnessing the event was Vicky's mum who was pleased that her daughter had 
found something that made her so happy.  

The sisters presented Vicky with gifts and welcomed her to the family of Islam. 
We all pray that Allah increases Vicky in emaan and makes her a beacon for others 

to embrace the beautiful religion of Islam, ameen.

For those that were 
blessed with the opportu-
nity of going on Hajj, 
here a few words of ad-
vice that I hope will 
benefit you after having 
visited the holy land.  
 
 
1) Be thankful.  You 
should realise that this was a once in a 
lifetime opportunity and a real gift from 
Allah. The majority of the ummah will 
never see this chance and Allah blessed 
you to go, so be thankful for this. Your 
heart will pine to return to the best place in 
the world so 
be a grateful slave and make sincere du’a 
to Allah that He gives you the chance to go 
again. 
 
2) Assess yourself. Look to yourself and 
get rid of any faults that you find creeping 
up on you. The days after Hajj are just as 
important as you are 
still on a high. Try 
and maintain this by 
increasing in your 
worship, a good sign 
that your Hajj was 
accepted. Pray that 
you have returned 
sinless so watch that 
you don’t start build-
ing up your sins. In-
deed the son of Adam 
is made to err, but you must fight this as 
much as possible. Keep with good com-

pany and be constant in 
your worship. 
 
2) Avoid praise. This 
is hard as its a cultural 
greeting to offer con-
gratulations, but don’t 
let it get to you. Rather, 
ask Allah to accept you 
Hajj from you and re-

member that you will not know the result 
of your efforts just yet. Make lots of du’a 
that Allah accepts it, even after months 
and years have passed.  
 
3) Talk about your experience. Don’t 
ponder over the difficulties but speak 
about the virtues you gained in case there 
are wisdoms you can share and facts that 
you may have missed. This will not only 
be an encouragement to those who have 
not been but also make you appreciate the 
enormity of what you have done. I pray 
you will gain as much joy as I did in hear-

ing the wonderful ac-
counts of this journey 
to Allah. It is truly an 
amazing time and in 
its entirety it is from 
Allah's mercy. 
 
Know that every other 
pillar of Islam contin-
ues throughout life but 
this one pillar comes 
and goes in a total of 6 

days. In reality you have to maximise what 
you have gained such that you make it last 

your whole lifetime in that you see its 
fruits in your remaining days. 
 
If Hajj does not change a person then what 
other hope does one have? These are in-
deed powerful words. You may still be 
unsure if you made any improvements, this 
is a great fear and you will not know until 
you reach your Lord but of course we have 
to have hope, as Allah is able to do all 

things. I ask Allah with all my heart to 
accept yours and everyone else’s Hajj and 
that He surrounds us with His mercy and 
to frees us from the fire, ameen. 
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Abu Bakr al-Kattaanee (d.322H) said: “A discussion about love took place in Makkah during the Pilgrimage month. The Shaykh’s 
who were present spoke about this matter, and al-Junayd was the youngest of them. They said to him: ‘O ‘Iraqi, what do you have to 
say?’ So he bowed his head and tears were flowing from his eyes, then he said: 

 

‘A servant should overcome his soul; 
And be continuous in the remembrance of his Lord; 

Establishing the rights of his Lord; 
Focusing upon Him with his heart; 

The light of fear letting ablaze his heart; 
Whilst drinking from the vessel of true love; 

And certain realities become unveiled for him. 
So when he talks, it is due to Allaah. 
When he speaks, it is from Allaah. 

When he moves, it is by the Command of Allaah. 
And when he is serene, then it is from Allaah. 

He belongs to Allaah, is for Allaah, and is with Allaah.’ 
So the Shaykh’s started to weep and said: ‘How can that be increased upon.  
May Allaah reward you with good, O crown of the knowledgeable ones!’.”
